The path to equality began on October 24, 1975, __(1)__ 90% of the female population participated in the “Women’s Day Off.” Icelandic women dropped everything to protest __(2)__ wage inequality and gender injustices. Many places, including female-run schools and nurseries, closed down. Men had to __(3)__ their children or bring them to work.
