Students are given an excerpt from a book and must answer either multiple
choice questions or write a short answer. The answers will either come
directly from the text or from their knowledge of the book. Students will also
have to infer from the text for some answers.

Narrative Writing

Students will have to write a story about a character. It could be during the
events of the story or after the story is finished. They will also have to use 5
vocabulary words in their writing. Students will be required to write at least
10 sentences. Not necessarily required (Teacher’s choice) but you should
encourage your students to have a clear beginning/middle/end in their story.
