The following are the three steps of “Pomodoro
Technique.”

Step 1: Do not hurry to set your timer. Make sure you make your plan and to-do list first.

Step 2: Be sure to have the whole 25 minutes to do your task. Nothing can stop or bother you during
that time.

Step 3: Taking a rest is very important. You should have a three to five minute break after every
twenty-five minutes.

Every day, she also spends 15 minutes answering online posts as long as people mark her on Twitter
or Facebook. She is so open that she can answer questions in a smart and interesting way. Every night,
she checks all her e-mails and leaves nothing on her “to do” list before she goes to bed. In COVID-19, she
also helped making an app that Taiwanese people could easily and conveniently know where to get face
masks and even donated their masks to foreigners.

Good Thinkers Know Fingers!
Do you know your body means more than what we know?
Different parts of our body stand for different ways of saying things.
People from different countries have different images of fingers.

Take our fingers as an example. In some western countries, keeping your fingers crossed
stops you from coming across the unlucky and bad spirits. Also, a person who has a green thumb
or green fingers means that he or she is good at gardening and planting. Yet, too many thumbs
might not be a good thing because a hand with all thumbs always does nothing but blows it!

People in Taiwan or in many parts of the world show the “V” sign shape when taking pictures,
and it has something to do with “victory or peace.” However, the V sign might be an unpredictable
problem while a person makes a V-shape gesture by showing his or her palm facing themselves. It
1s pretty rude or unfriendly for the English.

Another case that we think “OK” is a perfect and safe gesture that might make you surprised.
In the US, making an “OK” gesture with your first two fingers (thumb and index) says you agree
with others’ ideas. However, in Brazil, this idea will never work in practice. You will be in big
trouble because it is impolite. But how do Brazilians say they agree with a hand gesture? They
will give you a thumbs-up sign.

Next time, before you travel, remember the words, “When in Rome, do as the Romans do.”
Try to know more about the countries’ special gestures, or using wrong gestures in wrong places
will lead to a lot of trouble.
